This matter was opened to the New Jersey State Board of
Veterinary Medical Examiners on or about May 26, 1993,\ upon
receipt of a complaint filed by Ms. Debbie Bouchard concerning
the treatment and death of her horse "Quincy" while under the

caqd‘of Marcy L. Rose, D.V.M. on May 18, 1993. Dr. Rose appeared

before the Board for an investigative inquiry on September 29,



1993, accompanied by counsel Scott Lewis, Esqg., of Falciani &
Fletcher, and testified under oath.

After reviewing Dr. Rose's testimony and the
documentary evidence, the Board determined that probably cause
existed for the filing of a formal administrative complaint for
the suspension or revocation of the license of Dr. Rose to
practice veterinary medicine in New Jersey. Such a complaint
would have alleged repeated acts of negligence, including the
following;

1. Failure to perform a responsible and valid pre-
surgical physical examination;

2. Failure to take/maintain records of anesthesia
and/or surgical procedures;

3. Use of questionable anesthetic protocol;

4. Failure to properly monitor anesthesia; and

5. Failure to maintain minimal equipment and medication
necessary for resuscitation.

Dr. Rose being desirous of settling this matter without
the necessity for further action, and the Board finding that the
entry of this Order is adequately protective of the public
interest, L AMK/

ORDERED that Marcy L. Rose, D.V.M., be and hereby is
reprimanded, and it is further

ORDERED that Dr. Rose shall pay to the Board a civil



-penalty in the amount of $2,500.00, shall reimburse the Board for
its 1investigative costs in the amount of $183.27, and shall
reimburse Ms. Debbie Bouchard in the amount of $930.40, said
reimbursement to be forwarded to the Board within 30 days of the
signing of this Order and the penalty and costs to be paid to the
Board in five equal payments, the first payment due 60 days after

the signing of this Order.
