She then continued to practice without a

license until February 26, 1999, at which time she was notified

that she had been approved for permanent licensure as a respiratory

care practitioner in New Jersey.

The Board having considered the aforesaid information, and the

parties being desirous of resolving this matter without the

necessity of formal proceedings; and Johanna Soto acknowledging a

violation of the above statute governing the practice of

respiratory care, and having waived any right to a hearing in this

matter; and the Board finding that good cause exists for the entry

of the within Order;
