ALLAN H. SLAWSKY, D.0, 

TO PRACTICE MEDICINE AND 
SURGERY IN THE STATE OF

This matter was opened to the N e w  Jersey S t a t e  Board of 

Medical Examiners (hereinafter the ' "Board") ,  upon rece ip t  of 

information that a Criminal Complaint had been filed in the Uni ted  

States Distr ic t  Court, Distr ic t  of Kew Jersey, charging A l l e r ,  E. 

S l a w s k y ,  M. D. ( h e r e i n a f t e r  the "Respondent") , with possession of 
c h i l d  pornography obtained through t h e  internet during the period 

of on or abou t  September 11, 1999, t h r o u g h  October 5, 1 9 9 9 .  A s  a 

condition f o r  bail, the Hon. Joe l  E. Rosen, U n i t e d  S t a t e s  

Magistrate Judge, issued a r e s t r i c t i o n  barring Respondent  from 

examining or t r e a t i n g  any  patients u n d e r  the age of eighteen and  



further barring Respondent  from being I in E h e  presence of minors 

without a d u l t  supervision. 

The Board has preliminarily determined that the Respondent 

should not examine or treat any  p a t i e n t  under the age of eighteen 

unless and u n t i l  h e  i s  relieved of t h e  restrictions imposed by 

Judge Rosen barring same. The Board f u r t h e r  determined that t h e  

Respondent should be chaperoned while rendering medical services to 

any patient pending the d i s p o s i t i o n  of '  t h e  criminal proceed ing .  

The Board finding t h a t  this rssolution is adequztely 

protective of t h e  public health, safety and welfare, a n d  it 

appearing that good cause  e x i s t s  for t h e  e n t r y  of the w i t h i n  Order, 

I T  I S ,  t h e r e f o r e ,  on t h i s  1 5 t h  day of rYray , 2 0 0 3 ;  

ORDERED AND AGREED that: 

1. Respondent, Allen H. Slawsky, M . D . ,  shall n o t  examine or 

t r e a t  a n y  patient under the age of  eighteen unless and until he is 

relieved of t h e  restrictions imposed by Judge Rosen barring same. 

2. Respondent shall have a chaperone presen t  whenever he 

examines o r  treats a n y  p a t i e n t  pending the disposition of the 

criminal proceed ing .  

3 .  Upon z n t r y  of the w i t h i n  Order: Respondent shall r e t a i n  a t  

his own expense a licensed p ro fe s s i ' ona l  who will serve as  his 

chaperone.  Respondent s h a l l  propose the name of this individual to 

the Board in advance for the Board's approval. Such c h a p e r o n e  shall 

indicate her presence by  i n i t i a l i n g  the patient chart for each 

examination. 

4. N o t h i n g  contained herein shall be deemed an admission of 

liability on the part of the r e s p o n d e n t .  Nothing contained herein

s h a l l  restrict or limit the Attorney General from f u r t h e r  

investigation and prosecution of this matter. 

5.  It is understood that by entry of this Order, the parties 

h e r e i n  do not waive any right to app ly  for any additional relief 

provided f o r  by law.
