In order to avoid a protracted disciplinary proceeding, Dr.
Lee hereby agrees to pay the civil penalty and investigative costs

as outlined below, and she hereby voluntarily surrenders her

license to practice medicine in New Jersey, to be deemed a
revocation.

1. Respondent, Young ("'Blossom") Lee, M.D. 1is hereby granted
leave and shall immediately surrender her license to practice
medicine and surgery iIn the State of New Jersey to be deemed a
revocation of license with prejudice to any re-application for
licensure.

2. Respondent 1is hereby assessed a civil penalty in the
amount of two thousand five hundred dollars ($2500);

3. Respondent is hereby assessed the <costs of the
investigation to the State in this matter in the amount of one
thousand one hundred sixty three dollars and forty nine cents
($1,163.49);

4. Payment of the civil penalty of $2500 and of the
investigative costs of $1163.49, totaling $3,663.49, shall be made
by submission of a certified check or money order made payable to
the State of New Jersey and shall be sent to William Roeder,

5. A Certificate of Debt shall be filed for the entire amount
owed to the Board of three thousand six hundred sixty three dollars
and forty nine cents ($3,663.49) to be discharged by Respondent”s
payment of this debt in full;

6. Respondent shall return her original New Jersey license,
any biennial registration cards iIn her possession and her original
CDS registration to the New Jersey State Board of Medical
Examiners, Post Office Box 183, Trenton, New Jersey 08625-0183,
immediately upon her receipt of a filed copy of this Order;

7. Respondent shall immediately notify the Drug Enforcement
Agency of the entry of this Order; and

DIRECTIVES APPLICABLE TO ANY MEDICAL BOARD LICENSEE
WHO 1S DISCIPLINED OR WHOSE SURRENDER OF LICENSURE
HAS BEEN ACCEPTED

APPROVED BY THE BOARD ON MAY 10,2000

All licenseeswho are the subject of a disciplinaryorder of the Board are requiredto provide
the informationrequired on the addendumto these directives. The informationprovided
will be maintained separately and will not be part of the public document filed with the
Board. Faiture to provide the infomation required may resultinfurther disciplinary action
for failing to cooperate with the Board, as required by N.JA.C 13:45C-1 et seq:
Paragraphs 1 through 4 below shall apply when a license is suspended or revoked or
permanently surrendered, with arwithout prejudice. Paragraph 5 appliesto licenseeswho
are the subjectof an orderwhich, while permitting continued practice, contains a probation
or monitoring requirement.

1. Document Return and Agency Notification

The licensee shall promptly forward -2 the Boasd office at Post Office Box 183,140 Easi
Front Street, 2nd floor, Trenton, New Jersey 08625-0183, the original license, current
biennial registration and, ifapplicable, the original CDS$ registration. In addition, if {hc
licensee holds a Drug EnforcementAgency (DEA) registration, he or she shall promptly
advise the DEA of the licensure action. (With respect to suspensions of a finite term, at
the conclusion of the term, the licensee may contact the Board office for the return of the
documents previously surrendered to the Board. Inaddition, at the conciusion of the term,
the licensee should contact the DEA to advise of the resumption of practice and to
ascertain the impact of that change upon histher DEA registration.)

2. Practice Cessation

The licensee shall cease and desistfrom engaging inthe practice of medicineinthis State.
This prohibition notonly barsalicensee from renderingprofessional services, hutalsofrom
providing an opinion as to professional practice 0Or its application, or representing
him/herself as being eligible to practice. (Although the licensee need not affirmatively
advise patients or others of the revocation, suspension or surrender, the licensee must
truthfullydisclose hislherlicensure status in responseto inquiry.) The disciplinedlicensee
- is also prohibited from occupying, sharing or usingoffice Space in which another licensee
provides health care services. The disciplined licensee may contract for,accept payment
from another licensee for or rent at fair market value office premises and/or equipment.
In no case may the disciplined licensee authorize, allow or condone the use of histhet
provider number by any health care practice or any other licensee or health care provider.
{In situations where the licensee has been suspended for less than one year, the licensee
may accept payment from another professional who is using histher office during the

periodthat the licensee is suspended, for the paymentof salaries for office staff employed
at the time of the Board action.)



A licensee whose license has been revoked, suspended for one (1) year or more or
permanently surrendered must remove signs and take affirmative action to stop
advertisements by which hislher eligibility to practiceis represented. The licensee must
also take steps to remove hislher name from professional listings, telephone directories,
professional stationery, or billings. If the Licensee's name is utilized in a group practice
title, it shall be deleted. Prescriptionpads bearingthe licensee's name shali be destroyed.
A destruction report form obtained from the Office of Drug Control (973-504-6558) must
be filed. If noother licensee is providing services atthe location, all medications must be
removed and returned to the manufacturer. if possible, destroyed or safeguarded. (In
situations where a license has been suspended for less than one year, prescription pads

and medications need not be destroyed but must be secured in a locked place for
safekeeping.)

3. Practice Income Prohibitions/Divestiture of Equity Interest in Professional
Service Corporations and Limited Liability Companies

A licensee shall notcharge, receive or share in any fee for professionalServices rendered
by him/erself ar others while barred from engaging in the professional practice. The
licensee may be compensated for the reasonablevalue of services lawfully rendered and
disbursementsincurred ON a patient's behalf priorto the effectivedate of the Board action.

A licenseewho is a shareholderin a professional service corporation organized to engage
inthe professional practice, whose license B revoked, surrendered or suspended for a
term of one (1) year or more shall be deemed to be disqualified from the practice within the
meaning of the Professional Service CorporationAct. (N.4.S.A. 14A:17-11). Adisqualified
licensee shall divest him/herself of all financial interest in the professional service
corporation pursuant to N.J.S.A. 14A:17-13(c). A licenseewho is a member of a limited
liability company organized pursuant to N.JSA. 42:1-44, shall divest him/herself of all
financial interest. Such divestiture shall occurwithin 90days following the the entry of the
Order renderingthe licenseedisqualified to participateinthe applicableform dF ownership.
Upondivestiture, a licensee shall forward to the Board a copy of documentationforwarded
to the Secretary of State, Commercial Reporting Division, demonstrating that the interest
has been terminated. If the licensee B the sole shareholder in a professional service
corporation, the corporation must be dissolved WIthin 90 days of the licensee's
disqualification.

4, Medical Records

If, as a result of the Board's action, a practice is closed or transferred to another location,
the licenseeshall ensurethat during the three (3) month period following the effective date
of the disciplinary order, a message will be deliveredto patients calling the former office
premises, advisingwhere records may be obtained. The message should inform patients
of the names and telephone numbers of the licensee (or hislher attorney) assuming
custody of the records. The same information shall also be disseminated by means of a
notice to be published at least once per month for three (3)months in a newspaper of
general circufation in the geographic vicinity N which the practice was conducted. At the
end of the three month period, the licensee shall file With the Board the name and
telephone number of the contact personwha will have access tomedical records of former
patients. Any change in that individual or his/her telephone number shall be promptly
reported to the Board. When a patient or hisfher representative requests acopy his/her
medical record or asks that record' be farwarded to another health care provider, the



licensee shall promptly providethe record without charge 1 the patient.

5. Probation/Monitoring Conditions

With respect to any licensee Who is the subject of any Order imposing a probation or
monitoring requirement or a stay of an active suspension, in whole or in part, which is
conditionedupon compliancewith a probationormonitoring requirement, the licensee shall
fully cooperate with the Board and its designated representatives. including the
Enforcement Bureau of the Division of Consumer Affairs, in ongoing monitoring of the

licensee's status and practice. Sudh monitoring shall be ai the expense of the disciplined
practitioner.

(a)  Monitoring of practiceconditionsmay include, butis notlimitedto, inspection
of the professional premisesand equipment,and Inspectionand copyingof patient records
(confidentialityof patientidentity shall be protected by the Board) to verify compliancewith
the Board Order and accepted standards of practice.

(b)  Monitoring of status conditionsfor an impaired practitioner may include, but
is not limited to, practitioner cooperation in providing releases permitting unrestricted
accessto records and other information to the extent permitted by law from any treatment
facility, other treating practitioner, support group or other individual/facility involved in the
education, treatment, monitoring or oversight of the practitioner, a maintained by a
rehabilitation program for impaired practitioners. If bodily substance monitoring has been
ordered,the practitioner shall fully cooperate by responding to a demand for breath, blood,
urine or other sample in a timely manner and providingthe designated sample.

NOTICE OF REPORTING PRACTICES OF BOARD
REGARDING DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS

Pursuantto N.J.S.A.52:14B-3(3), all ordersof the New Jersey State Board of Medical Examinersare
available for public inspection. Should any inquiry be made concerningthe status of a licensee, the
inquirer will be informed @ the existence of the order snd a copy will be provided if requested. Al
evidentiary hearings, proceedings cn motions - other applications which are conducted as public
hearings and the record, includingthe transcript and documents marked Inevidence, are available for
public inspection, upon request.

Pursuantto 45 CFR Subtitle A 60.8, the Boardis obligated to reporttothe National Practitioners Data
Bank any action relating to a physicianwhich is based on reasons relatingto professional competence
or professionalconduct:

(1) Which revokes or suspends (or otherwise restricts) a license,
2 Which censures, reprimands or places on probation,
(3) Underwhich a license is surrendered.

Pursuant to 45 CFR Section 61.7,the Board is obligated 10 report 10 the Healthcare integrity and
Protection (HIP) Data Bank, any formal ar official actions, such as revocation or suspension of a
license(and the length of any such suspension), reprimand, censure or probatien or any other loss of
license or the right to apply for, or renew, a license of the provider, supplier, or practitioner, whether by
operation of law, voluntary surrender, non-renewability, or otherwise, or any other negative action or
finding by such Federalor State agency that is publicly available information.

Pursuantto N.J.S.A.45:9-19.13, if the Board refuses D issue, suspends, revokes or otherwise places
conditions on a license or permit, it is obligated 10 notify each licensed health care facility and health
maintenance organizationwith which a licensee is affiliated and every otherboard licenseeinthis state
with whom he oF she B directly assaclated in private medical practice.

In accordancewith an agreementwith the Federation of 3e#e Medical Boards of the United States, a
list of all discipfinary orders are providedto that organization 0N a monthly basis.

Within the monthfollowing entry of an order, a summary of the order will appear on the public agenda
for the next monthly Board meeting andis forwardedto those members of the public requesting a copy.

In addition, the same summary will appear in the minutes Ofthat Board meeting, which are also made
available to those requestinga copy.

Within the month following entry of an order, a summary d the order will appear in a Monthly
Disciplinary Action Listing which is made available to those members dfthe public requestinga copy.

On a periodic basis the Board disseminates to its licensees a newsletter which includes a brief
description of all of the orders entered by the Board.

From time D time, the Press Office of the Division of Consumer Affairs may issue releases including
the summaries of the content of public orders.

Nothing herein is intended in any way to limit the Board, the Division or the Attorney General from
disclosing any pubtic document.
