This matter was opened to the  S t a t e  Board of Medical Examiners 

(''Board" 1 upon receipt of information from the Physicians' Health 

Program of rhe Medical Society of New Jersey InFHP") t h a t  

~espondent, Dean A. Ambrose, D.O., had failed to cooperate w i t h  his 

PHP aftercare program and appeared to have relapsed into t h e  abuse 

of psychoactive subscances, namely mependine. 

Respondent: began abusing meperidine in la te  1999, after it was 

prescribed for  a fractured shoulder. rie approached the PHP i n  

January of 2000 fnr t r ea tment .  Respondent relapsed in 2001. 

During his period of relapse, Respondent violated N.J.S.A. 2C:21- 

zed, 2t:35-13, 2 ~ : S - i ~  2~:35-10a(l}, zC:35-7 asd 2C:36-6. 



O n  BToverriber 14, 2001, Respondent entered inco a Consent O r d e r  

of Voluntnry Ssrsender of Licensure w i t h  the Board, whereby 

Respondent surrendered h i s  license to practice medicine and surgery 

in L h e  S t a t e  of hTew Jersey for  a m i n i m u m  period of three ( 3 )  rnmths 

foliowing an admitted relapse into psychoactive substance abuse. 

As a result of his earlier Conduct, Respondent was arrested in 

March of 2002 and w a s  entered into the Camden County Pre-Trial 

Intervention P r o g r a m  and received a three ( 3 )  year supenisory 

period, ending in 2 0 0 5 ,  or souner, at t h e  courc‘s discretion- 

Ir: or around February of 2002, Respondent enrolled in che 

Thereafter, PHP and sought in-patient treatment for  his addiction. 

Respondent petitioned t h e  Board for  reinataternent of his license 

and appeared before a Comic tee  of the Board on January 2 2 ,  2003. 

After his appearance, however, zhe Board received i n f a m t i m  thar, 

Respondent engaged in the practice of medicine prior to approval d 

his application fo r  reinstatement. The aoard conducted an 

investigaclon and learned that in March of 2003, Respondent resumed 

his pracrice prior to reinstatement of. his licenae. 

O n  June 23, 2003, the 3oard admonished Respocdent for resuming 

practice prior 20 the Board’s decieion and reinstated ReSpOndent’a 

l iceme, aubject to certain restrictions. Among other conditions, 

Respondent agreed to: (1) pay the Board’s costs af invescigazian 

related to h i s  unlicensed practice, in monthly instnllment3; (2) 

r e f r a in  from takin9 any psychoactive substances; ( 3 )  continue to 
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meet wirh PHP to discuss the progress of hL5 rehabilication; (4) 

participate in random urine monitoring conducted under the  auspices 

of the PHP: and (5) comply with his PT3 program. 

In 2004, the Board received i n f o m a t i a n  tha t  Reapondent w a s  

writing prescriptions for in jec table  meperidine, allegedly for  

paxisnt T . D . ,  and personally picking the prescriptions up from 

loca l  pharmacies. S h o r t l y  thereafter, QKI August 4, 2 0 0 4 ,  the Board. 

was notified by the PXP chat Respondent was not: in compliance w i t h  

the monitorin9 proaram. Respondent was scheduled to meet w i r h  the 

PNP for a face-to-face visit on August 4th, and d id  appear, but 

a f t e r  he was advised that  be had to undergo a uringt monitoring, 

Respondent excused himself and d i d  not return. Respondent l a t e r  

concacred the PHP and advised that he was unavailable for 

rnoni-coring unci1 Augua: 9, 2 0 0 4 .  

The Board learned that Respondent was not in compliance w i t h  

h i s  aftercare program yet again, wher? Reepondent advised the PRP 

t h a t  he was ucavailablt f o r  urine moniroring from nugust 22, 2QO4 

to August 2 8 ,  2064,  fo r  which period of time Respondent was not 

granted Q waiver. 

A r e v i e w  of the Board'a f i l e  revealed t5at Respondent violared 

the June 23, 2003 Consent O r d e r  in that he failed to timely or 

fully r~imb~rse the Board for the cost6 of the inveszigation 

relared to h l s  unlicensed practice. 

"The patlent's identity Is known to Respondent. 
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Following the filing of a Verified Complaint and order to Show 

Cause on August 6, 2004, seeking the temporary suspension of 

Respondent's License due to his failure to comply w i t h  his PHP 

aftercare program, Respondent troluntarily surrendered his license 

until Septramher 8 ,  2004. The matter was adjourned at Respondent's 

r e q u e s t ,  allowing hin  additional t i m e  to obtain counsel. On Augcst 

21, 2004, Respondent agreed to appear at the PHP and give a hair 

sample for mor,itoring. An Interim Consent Order reflecting same 

was filed on September 1, 2004. 

A second adjournment was sought and Respondent agreed to 

continue the voluntary surrender of h i s  license until October 13, 

2004, Further, Respondent agreed to make the necessary financial 

arrangements with the PHP in ordez for  3nis hair sample to be rscsted 

for meperidine.  In addition, Respondent agreed to forward the  

original patient record. fo r  patient T . 3 . ,  under whose n a m e  

Reqondent was writing prescriptions for  injccmble meperidine. An 

Interim Ccmsenc Osder memorializing game w a s  filed on September 9 ,  

2004, 

A cbird adjournment w a s  sought and Respondent agreed to 

contint;@ the voluntary surrender of his  license until November IQ, 

2004. The matter was adjourned to allow fo r  the return of the ha i r  

analysis results. An Interim Cansenr order memorializing same was 

filed on October 14, 2004. 
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On OcLaber 18, 20104, the Board received information Sron the 

PHP that Respondenr"8 hair sample had tested positive f o r  

meperidine.

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DIRECTIVES APPLICABLE TO ANY MEQICAL BOARD UCENSEE 
WHO IS DISCIPLINED OR WHOSE SURRENDER OF LICENSURE 

HAS BEEN ACCEPTED 

APPROVED BY THE BOARD ON MAY I O ,  2000 

All licensees who are the subject of a disciplinary order of the Board are required to 
provide the information required on the addendum to these directives. The information 
provided will be maintained separately and will not be part ofthe public document filed with 
the Board. Failure to provide the information required may result in further disciplinary 
action for faiting to cooperate with the Board, as required by N.J.A.C. 13:45C-1 et sea. 
Paragraphs 1 through 4 below shall apply when a license is suspended or revoked or 
permanently surrendered, with or without prejudice. Paragraph 5 applies to licensees who 
are the subject of an order which, while permitting continued practice, contains a probation 
or monitoring requirement. 

1. Document Return and Agency Notification 

The licensee shall promptly forward to the Board office at Post Office Box 183, 140 East 
Front Street, 2nd floor, Trenton, New Jersey 08625-01 83, the original license, current 
biennial registration and, if applicable, the original CDS registration. In addition. i f the 
licensee holds a Qtug Enforcement Agency (DEA) registration, he or she shall promptly 
advise the DEA of the licensure action. (With respect to suspensions of a finite term, at 
the conclusion of the term, the licensee may contact the Board office for the return of the 
documents previously surrendered to the Board. In addition, at the conclusion of the term, 
the licensee should contact the DEA to advise of the resumption of practice and to 
ascertain the impact of that change upon hisker DEA registration.)

2. Practice Cessation 

The licensee shall cease and desist from engaging in the practice of medicine in this State. 
This prohibition not only bars a licensee from rendering professional services, but also 
from providing an opinion as to professional practice or its application, or representing 
himherself as being eligible to practice. (Although the licensee need not affirmatively 
advise patients or others of the revocation, suspension or surrender, the licensee must 
truthfullydisclose hisher licensure status in response to inquiry.) The disciplined licensee 
is also prohibited from occupying, sharing or using off ice space in which another licensee 
provides health care services. The disciplined licensee may contra'ct Tor, accept payment 
from another licensee for or rent at fair market value office premises andlor equipment. 
In IIO case may the  disciplined licensee authorize, allow or condone theuse of hidher 
provider number by any heatth care practice or any other licensee or health care provider. 
(In situations where the licensee has been suspended for less than one year, the licensee 
may accept payment from another professional who is using hisher office during the 
period that the licensee is suspended, for the payment of sataries for office staff employed 
at the time of the Board action.) 



A licensee whose license has been revoked, suspended for one (1) year or more or 
permanently surrendered must remove signs and take affirmative action to stop 
advertisements by which hisher eligibility to practice is represented. The licensee must 
also take steps to remove hislher name from professional listings, telephone directories, 
professional stationery, or billings. if the licensee's name is utitited in a group practice 
title, it shall be deleted. Prescription pads bearing the licensee's name shall be destroyed. 
A destruction report form obtained from the Office of Drug Control (9734044558) must 
be filed. If no other licensee is providing services at the location, all medications must be 
removed and returned to the manufacturer, if possible, destroyed os safeguarded. (In 
situations where a license has been suspended for less than one year, prescription pads 
and medications need not be destroyed but must be secured in a locked place for 
safekeeping .) - 
3. Practice Income ProhibitionslDivestiture of Equity Interest in Professional 

Service Corporations and Limited Liability Companies 

A licensee shall not charge, receive or share in any fee far professional services rendered 
by hidherself or others while barred from engaging in the professional practice. The 
licensee may be compensated for the reasonable value of services lawfully rendered and 
disbursements incurred on a patient's behalf priorto the effective date of the Board action. 

A licensee who Is a sharehotdet in a professional service corporation organized to engage 
in the professional practice, uvhose license is revoked, surrendered or suspended for a 
term of one (1) year or more shall be deemed to be disqualified from the practice within the 
meaning of the Professional Service Corporation Act. (N.J.S.A. 14A:17-11). A disqualified . 
licensee shall divest himherself of all financial interest in the professional service 
corporation pursuant to N.JS.A. 14A:17-13(c). A licensee who is a member of a limited 
liability company organized pursuant to N.J.S.A. 4211-44, shall divest himherself of all 
financial interest. Such divestiture shall occur within 90 days following the €he entry of the 
Order rendering the licensee disqualified to participate in the applicable form of ownership. 
Upon divestiture, a licensee shall forward to the Board a copy of documentation forwarded 
to the Secretary of State, Commercial Reporting Division, demonstrating that the interest 
has been terminated. If  the licensee is the sote shareholder in a professional service 
corporation, the corporation must be dissolved within 90 days of the licensee's 
disqualification.

- -.1 4. Medical Records 

If, as a result of the Board's action, a practice is closed or transferred to another location, 
the licensee shall ensure that during the three (3) month period following theeffective date 
of the disciplinary order, a message wilt be delivered to patients calling the former office 
premises, advising where records may be obtained. The message should inform patients 
of the names and telephone numbers of the licensee (or hislher attorney) assuming 
custody of the records. The same information shall also be disseminated by means of a 
notice to be published a! least once per month for three (3) months in a newspaper of 



general circulation in the geographic vicinity in which the practice was conducted. At the 
end of the three month period, the licensee shall file with the Board the name and 
telephone number of the contact person who will have access to medical records of former 
patients. Any change in that individua! or hisher telephone number shalt be promptly 
reported to the Board. When a patient or hidher representative requests a copy of hisher 
medical record or asks that record be fonvarded to another health care provider, the 
licensee shall promptly provide the record without charge to the patient. 

5. ProbatiodMonitoring Conditions 

With respect to any licensee who is the Subject of any Order imposing a probation or 
monitoring requirement or a stay of an aetive suspension, in whole or in part, which Is 
conditioned upon compliance with a probation or monitoring requirement, the licensee 
shall fully cooperate with the Board and its designated representatives, including the 
Enforcement Bureau of the Division of Consumer Affairs, in ongoing monitoring of the 
licensee's status and practice. Such monitoring shall be at ?he expense of the disciplined 
practitioner. 

(a) Monitoring of practice conditions may include, but is not limited to, inspection 
of the professional prEmises and equipment, and Inspection and copying of patient records 
(confidentiality of patient identity shalt be protected by the Boar$) to verify compliance with 
the Board Order and accepted standards of practice. 

(b) Monitoring of status conditions for an impaired practitioner may include, but 
is not limited to, practitioner cooperation in providing releases permitting unrestricted 
access to records and other information to the extent permitted by law from any treatment 
facility, other treating practitioner, support group or other individualJfacility involved in the 
education, treatment, monitoring or oversight of the practitioner, or maintained by a 
rehabilitation program for impaired practitioners. If  bodity substance monitoring has been 
ordered, the practitioner shall fully cooperate by responding to a demand for breath, blood, 
urine or ether sample in a timely manner and providing the designated sample.

Provide the names and addresses of every person with whom you are associated in your 
professional practice: (You may attach a blank sheet of stationery bearing this 
information). 

Pursuant to 45 CFR Subtitle A Section 61.7 and 45 CFR Subtitle A 
Section 60.8, the Board is required to obtain your Social Security Number and/or 
federal taxpayer identification number in order to discharge its responsibility to repolt 
adverse actions to the National Practitioner Data Bank and the HIP Data Bank 
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
