This matter was first opened to the State Board of Medical Examiners upon receipt of
information that on August 1, 1997 Adulberto Rodriguez-Morales, M.D. had pled guilty in the
United States District Court, District of New Jersey to one count of failure to file an individual
income tax. Two additional counts of the same violation were dismissed as part of the settlement.
Pursuant to a Final Order of Discipline, filed on J anuary 24, 2001, Dr. Rodriguez-Morales license
to practice medicine and surgery in the State of New Jersey was suspended for six (6) months for

failing to file an individual income tax return pursuant to N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(b), (e) and (.

On March 28, 2007, Dr. Rodriguez-Morales appeared pro se before the Preliminary

Evaluation Committee of the Board and petitioned for an unrestricted licensure. Dr. Rodriguez-




Morales testified and presented documents regarding his compliance with the terms of the criminal
matter, the Board’s order and that he had completed all of the continuing medical education required
for licensure. The Board is satisfied that Dr. Rodriguez-Morales has been totally compliant with
the Final Order of Discipline, dated January 24, 2001 énd his six (6) month suspension has been
satisfied.

The Board having determined that the within Order is adequately protective of the public
health, safety, and welfare,
