TO PRACTICE MEDICINE IN THE :
STATE OF NEW JERSEY :

This matter was opened to the New Jersey State Board of Medical

Examiners upon receipt of notice from the Plymouth TownshipPolice;

Plymouth Meeting, PA. that Dr. Kim had been charged with forgery,
access device fraud and identify theft arising out of an incident on
April 27, 2005. In Commonwealth of Pennsylvania vs, Joseph C. Kim,
Court of Common Pleas, Montgomery County (Docket CR4914-2005) Dr.
Kim pled guilty to 241 counts of identify theft, theft by deception
and criminal attempt. On March 6, 2006, Dr. Kim was sentenced to a
prison term of five to twenty three months in the Montgomery County
Prison, to begin March 10, 2006; a five year probation; restitution

of $4552.00 and 200 hours of community service,
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Upon his arrest in April 2005, pr. Kim was suspended and
terminated from his residency at Thomas Jefferson University Medical
Center. He served as a volunteer physician at Bergen Lanning Health
Center, Camden, New Jersey until February 2006, the 1last date he
bracticed medicine in New Jersey,

The Board reviewed Dr. Kim’s file, including a report from
Wolfram Rieger, M.D., as well as Dr. Kim’'s testimony before 3
Committee of the Board on September 20, 2006,

The Board, having determined that Respondent has been convicted

of, and has engaged in acts ¢onstituting, a crime or nffense

involving moral turpitude, in violation of N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(f) which

Crime relates adversely to the activity regulated by the Board; and
Respondent being desirous of resolving this matter, and the Board

having determined that the within disposition is adeguately

protective of the public health, safety and welfare;

IT IS ON THE 12 pay or March, 2007,

ORDERED AND AGREED

1. The license issued to Respondent Joseph Chaiwhan Kim. M.D.
to practice medicine and Surgery in New Jersey is hereby suspended
for a period of five years, the first three years active, the
remainder to be stayed and served as a period of probation. The
period of active suspension shall be deemed to have commenced on

December 31, 2005, and shall end on December 31, 200s8.
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2. Respondent shall maintain his Prior enrollment in the
Professional Assistance Program of New Jersey, Inc. As a condition
of this Order, Respondent shall comply with the requiremenfs placed
upon him by that program, including psychotherapy, Respondent shall
cause the Professional Assistance Program to provide quarterly
Teports to the Board’s Executive Director. The Professional
Assistance Program shall immediately notify the Board of any
evidence of noncompliance .with the Board’s mandates or evidence
whatsocever of g3 return to acts that brought about Respondent’s
incarceration.

34 Within 90 days of the filing of this Order, Dr. Kim is to

undergo, at his own expense, a psychiatric evaluation to be
performed by a Board approved psychiatrist. The Board and the
Attorney General will have full and complete access to any

communications between Dr. Kim and the psychiatrist —ang any

tecommendations or evaluations that the psychiatrist may issue. Dr.
Kim shall arrange to have the bPsychiatrist deliver all such
recommendations and evaluations to the Board.

4, Dr. Kim agrees to abide by any recommendations that the
evaluating Psychiatrist may make, including any recommendations as
to treatment, monitoring or practice restrictions.

5. Respondent shall enroll in and Successfully complete a
Board approved course in ethics, fror the purpose of this Consent

Order, “successful completion” of a course shall mean that Dr. Kim
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attended all sessions of the course, fully participated in the
course, and received a final evaluation of an unconditional pass.

6. Respondent shall remit payment for costs to the Board,
including investigative costs, in the amount of $6,589.60. Payment
of costs shall be submitted by certified check or money order made
payable to the State of New Jersey and shall be sent to William V.
Roeder, Executive Director, New Jersey State Board of Medical
Examiners, 140 East Front Street, P.0O. Box 183, Trenton, New Jersey
08625-0183.

7. Respondent shall comply with the “Directives Applicable to

Any Medical Board licensee who 1is Suspended, Revoked, or whose

Surrender of Licensure has been accepteq, ” attached hereto and made
part hereof.
8. The Board reserves the right to bring further disciplinary

action upon receipt of any reliable information indiecating that

Respondent has violated any term of this Order.

9. The Respondent shall be ineligible to resume practice
until he appears before the Board or a committee thereof and
demonstrates fitness to resume practice of medicine in New Jersey.
The Respondent may petition the Board for such an appearance at the
conclusion of the period of active Suspension. The Board reserves
the right to place restrictions on Respondent’s practice should his

license be reinstated. Any practice in this State prior to said
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appearance shall constitute grounds for the charge of unlicensed

practice.
