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TO PRACTICE AS A
HOMEMAKER-HOME HEALTH AIDE
IN THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY

This matter was most recently opened to the New Jersey State
Board of Nursing (*Board”) upon receipt of Regspondent
Jacquelin{e) David’s petition for reinstatement of her
certification to practice as a homemaker-home health aide.

Upon receiving a flagging notice indicating that Respondent

was arrested on April 15, 2012 by the Wayne Township Police



Department fox shoplifting, in violation of N,J.S5.A. 2C:20-
11(c)(2), the Board sent a letter of inquiry to Respondent
requesting information and documents pertaining to the arrest.
Upon receiving no response, the Board filed a Provisional Order
of Discipline on October 15, 2012 suspending Respondent'’s
certification for failure to cooperate with the Board’'s
investigation. Respondent did not respond and the Board finalized
the Provisional Order by default on December 10, 2012, suspending
Respondent’s certification to practice as a homemaker-home health
aide until Regpondent provides a response to the Board’s inguiry,
and assessing a penalty of $200.00;

By letters dated December 11 and 28, 2012, Respondent
provided a written response in which she apologized for her
mistake, expressed remorse for her actions and stated that she
understands the seriousness of her actions and that it will not
happen again. Respondent explained that she had shoplifted
because she “had listened to her friends.” Further, Respondent
submitted documentation showing that on Januvary 2, 2013, the
Superior Court of New Jersey, Passaic County, entered a Pretrial
Intervention Program (PTI)} Order of Dismissal of the charges.

Having reviewed the entire record, it appears to the Board
that Respondent’s actions provide a basis for disciplinary action
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(e) and (h} in that Respondent has

engaged in professional or occupational misconduct and failed to
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comply with Board regulations.

The parties having agreed to the resolution of this matter
without further formal proceedings, and Respondent having agreed
and given/her voluntary consent to the within Order; and the
Board finding the within disposition adequately protective of the
public health, safety and welfare, and other good cause having
been shown;

HEREBY ORDERED AND AGREED that:

1. Respondent’s certificate to practice as a certified
homemaker-home health aide be and hereby is suspended for two (2)
years, the entire period of suspension to be stayed and served as
a period of probation,

2. A public reprimand is hereby imposed upon Respondent
[for having engaged in conduct in violation of N.J.S.A., 45:1-21
{e) and (h)]).

3. Respondent shall remit payment of a fine pursuant to
N.J.S.A. 45:1-25 in the amount of $200.00, by certified check or
money order payable to the State of New Jersey, and delivered to
George Hebert, Executive Director, State Board of Nursing, P.O.
Box 45010, Newark, New Jersey 07101, Payment shall be made no
later than fifteen (15) days following entry of this order. In

the event Respondent fails to make a timely payment, a

certificate of debt shall be filed in accordance with N.J.S.A.



4. Respondent may  apply for reinstatement of her
certification to practice as a homemaker-home health aide upon

payment of the fine imposed within this Order.
