LICENSED TO PRACTICE DENTISTRY:

IN THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY

This matter was opened to The New Jersey State Board of

Dentistry("Board") upon receipt of information that Dr. Syed F.

Hussain, D.D.S. ("Respondent") had prescribed large dosages of

Percocet, a Schedule II, controlled dangerous substances ("CDS") to

the--following patients D.C., S.A.H., T.B., S.H. (minor), S.H.,

J.R., D.H., R..H., J.K., and R.K., on a regular basis for a

prolOnged'_period of time when dental conditions did not appear to

warrant the type and quantity of the medication prescribed. Four

(4) of the-,ten (10) patients prescribed Percocet were children aged

eleven ( 11) to seventeen (17) while some patients were in medically

compromised conditions , including obesity and pregnancy. The
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Respondent has surrendered his CDS registration pursuant to an

Interim Consent Order dated November 20, 2013.

Respondent asserted that five (5) patients in the same family

were prescribed large quantities of Percocet because the mother of

these patients was outspoken and would specifically request

Percocet. Respondent stated that he now recognizes that he used

poor judgment and is more aware of drug seeking behavior in his

patients. Respondent admits to failure to properly keep

contemporaneous patient records of the prescriptions he prescribes.

The Board finds that Respondent's indiscriminately prescribing

of CDS constitutes a violation of N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(c) (providing

that disciplinary action may be taken against a licensee who

engages in gross negligence, malpractice or incompetence), N.J.S.A.

45:1-21(d) (providing that disciplinary action may be taken against

a licensee who engages in repeated acts of negligence, malpractice

or incompetence), N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(e) (providing that disciplinary

action may be taken against a licensee who engages in professional

or occupational misconduct), N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(h) (providing that

disciplinary action may be taken against a licensee that has

violated or failed to comply with the provisions of any act or

regulation administered by the Board) and/or N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(m)

(providing that disciplinary action may be taken against a licensee

that has prescribed or dispensed CDS indiscriminately or without
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good cause).

Respondent neither admits nor denies these allegations and

being desirous of resolving this matter without the necessity of

further formal proceedings , and agreeing to waive any right to

same , and the Board finding the within disposition to be adequately

protective of the public health , safety and welfare and for other

good cause shown, and all parties agreeing to the terms of this

order;

HEREBY ORDERED AND AGREED THAT:

1. Respondent is hereby reprimanded for violations

N.J.S.A. 45:1-21 (c), (d) , (e), (h) and (m). The Board directs the

Respondent to conform future practices to the acceptable and

prescribed professional standards.

2. Respondent shall relinquish his CDS privileges for a

period of one (1) year; retroactive to November 20, 2013, the date

of the Interim Consent Order. Respondent must forward his CDS

registration to Jonathan Eisenmenger, Executive Director, State

Board of Dentistry, P.O. Box 45005, 124 Halsey Street, Newark, New

Jersey 07101.

3. Respondent shall not issue a prescription for or dispense

any CDS to any patient pending further order of the Board. Patients

necessitating such medication must be referred elsewhere. The Board
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will not consider an application from Respondent to resume the

prescribing of CDS for a period of one year from the filing of the

Interim Consent Order dated November 20, 2013.

4. Respondent is hereby assessed a civil penalty, pursuant

to N.J.S.A. 45:1-22(b), in the amount of $10,000, of which

$2,500.00 shall be stayed for two (2) years. If Respondent is

found to violate the terms of this Order, the stayed portion shall

become due immediately in addition to any other penalty assessed

for the violation. If no violations occur within the two (2) year

period, then the $2,500.00 stayed penalty will be vacated. Payment

of $7,500.00 shall be made no later than thirty (30) days from the

entry of this Consent Order, by bank check or money order made

payable to the State of New Jersey and forwarded to Jonathan

Eisenmenger, Executive Director, P.Q. Box 45005, 124 Halsey Street,

Sixth Floor, Newark, New Jersey 07101. In the alternative,

Respondent shall pay $625.00 upon the entry of this Consent Order

and thereafter, Respondent shall make eleven (11) monthly payments

of $625.00 per payment with the first payment'due by the first of

each month thereafter until all eleven (11) payments are completed.

In the event that Respondent does not make a timely payment, the

full balance will immediately become due.

5. Failure to comply with any provision of this Order or

remit any and all payments required by this order will result in
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the filing of a Certificate of Debt and may result in subsequent

disciplinary proceedings for failure to comply with an Order of the

Board.

6. Should Respondent, at any future date wish to prescribe and

dispense CDS in New Jersey, he must independently file an

application for a CDS Registration with the Director of the

Division of Consumer Affairs (DCA). Such registration will only be

issued after Respondent proves, to the Director's satisfaction,

that he has been rehabilitated, is able to comport himself with

integrity and reliability with respect to CDS, is able to maintain

effective controls against diversion, and that such issuance is in

the public interest as set forth in N.J.S.A . 24:4-21-11.

7. Prior to any application for the reinstatement of his CDS

Registration to the Director of the DCA, Respondent shall

successfully complete the course in medical prescribing of CDS

given by Dr. Crossley or another course of similar content that is

pre-approved by the Board. Respondent must complete seven (7) hours

of continuing education in internal medicine pursuant to N.J.S.A.

45:6-10.1. Respondent shall submit proof of successful completion

of each required course to the Board. "Successful completion" means

that Respondent has fully attended live sessions of the course,

fully participated, and received a final evaluation of an

unconditional pass. Respondent shall be entirely responsible for
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any and all costs or expenses relating to the courses. These

courses are required in addition to respondent's obligation to

complete continuing dental education pursuant to N.J.S.A. 45:6-

10.1.
