This matter was opened to the New Jersey State Board of

Nursing (the "Board") upon receipt of a written petition from

Dyneshia H. Bellamy ("Respondent") to reinstate her license to

practice as a Licensed Practical Nurse. By Final Order of

Discipline filed on February 10, 2014, Respondent's license to

practice nursing was suspended until she is able to demonstrate

that she is fit and competent to practice nursing by enrolling

in and undergoing evaluation and monitoring under the auspices

of the Recovery and Monitoring Program (RAMP) and until she

demonstrated that she satisfied all continuing education

requirements since 2010. The Final Order had also imposed a two

hundred and fifty dollar ($250) civil penalty for failure to

timely complete required continuing education and a reprimand

for misrepresenting on her renewal application that she had

timely completed all required continuing education.

As part of her petition for reinstatement, Respondent has

provided proof of completion of 30 hours of continuing education

to cure the deficiency of the June 1, 2010 - May 31, 2012

biennial period, 30 hours of continuing education for the June

1, 2012 - May 31, 2014 biennial period, and an extra 15 hours of

continuing education that may be carried over to the June 1,

2014 - May 31, 2016 biennial period. Respondent has also

undergone evaluation and completed all requirements of her

monitoring agreement with RAMP. RAMP has released Ms. Bellamy

from further monitoring and supports the reinstatement of her

license to practice nursing.

The Board has determined that Respondent has complied with

the terms of the Final Order of Discipline. The Board has,

therefore, determined that the within Order is sufficiently'

protective of the public health, safety and welfare; and in lieu

of further proceedings, and for other good cause shown;
