Upon vreceipt of a [flagging notice indlcating that
Reppondent was arrested on June 30, 2014 by the Cherry Hill
Townghip Pollce for violation of N.J.8.,A, 2C:20-11, Shoplifiting,
the Board sent a letter of inquiry, requesting certain
information and submigsion of documentg, to Respondent’s address
of record in 8icklexville, New Jersey, via regular and certified
mail on or about August 14, 2014, A response wag due within
twenty (20) days.

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further considoration, a FINAL ORDER OF DISCIPLINE will be

entered.

5. In the event that Respondent’s submissions ecsutablish a
need for further proceedings, including, but not limited to an
evidentiary hearing, Respondent ghall be notified with regard
thereto, In the event that an evidentiary hearing 1s ordered,
the preliminary findings of fact and conclusions of law
contained herein wmay serve as notice of the factual and legal
allegations in such proceeding. JPFurther, in the event a hearing
is held and upon review of the record, the Board shall not be
limited to the findings, conclusions and ganctiong stated
herein,

6, In the event that the Board recelves no wrltten
requeat for modification or dismiasal within 30 days following
antry of this Provisional Order, without ﬂurtheg Board review,
all referenced preliminary Findings of Fact and Conclusions of
Law and all provisional sanctions or penalties imposad by thin
6rder shall automatically become Lhe Final Degispilon and Order of
the Board. Thereafter, Respondenl’s faillure Lo comply with any
gancetion or pénalty imposed by this Order shall be considered a
violation of a Board Order in contravention of N.J.8,A, 45:11-23
