Respondent replied to the Provisional Order, furnishing the
information requested, but only providing documentation of

continuing education for the 2010-2012 licensing cycle.



Respondent indicated in her response that she retired from
nursing in September of 2014 and has no intention of returning
to practice as a nurse beqause of family obligations connected
with‘the care of four grandchildren.

The parties desiring to resolve this matter without
further proceedings, and respondent waiving any right to a
hearing, and the Board finding that the within order is
sufficiently protective of the public health, safety and
welfare, and for other good cause shown;

HEREBY ORDERED AND AGREED THAT: |
1. Respondent shall hereby voluntarily surrender her nursing
license, with such surrender to be deemed a revocation with
prejudice. Respondent shall forward her wall license, along with
her wallet-sized biennial renewal license forthwith to Susan
‘Carboni, Deputy Attorney General, P.O. Box 45029, 124 Halsey
Street, Fifth Floor, Newark, NJ 07101 on behalf of the Board of
Nursing, along with this signed order.

2. In the event that respondent should ever seek reinstatement
of her nursing license, the Board reserves the right to impose
sanctions as set forth in the May 19, 2015 Provisional Order of
Discipline for the alleged violation of N.J.S.A. 45:1-21 (b) and
N.J.A.C. 13:37-5.3, and to pursue disciplinary action in

connection with the conduct that led to respondent’s arrest in



August of 2014, as detailed in the Provisional Order of
Discipline, if the Board finds such action warranted.
