FINDINGS OF FACT

1. LaCronee D. Brown ("Respondent") was certified to

practice an a Homemaker-Home. Health Aide in the State of New

Jersey on March 25, 1997 and thereafter permitted that

certification to lapne on November. 30, 2007. (Exhibit A)
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2. Upon receipt of a Flagging notice indicating that

Respondent was arrested on December 0, 2014 by the Vineland

Police for violation of N. J.8. A..2C:20-118(1), Take Merchandise

from S tore, the Board sent ; a letter of inquiry, requesting

certain information and cubmiaci.on of documents, to Respondent's

address of record in Bridgeton , New Jersey , via regular and

certified mail on or about : December 30 , 2014, A response was due

within twenty ( 20) days. The regular mailing was returned an

"Attempted - Not Know, Unable to Forward ", The certified

mailing was delivered and signed for on January 7, 2015.

3. To date, Respondent has not responded to the Hoard' e

request for information.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Respondent's failure to respond to the Board ' s request for

information constitutes a failure to cooperate with a Board

investigation , in contravention of N.J.A.C. 13:415C-1.2 and 1.3,

which the Board deems professional misconduct pursuant to

N. J. S.A ` 45:1-21 ( e), subjecting Respondent to disciplinary

action pursuant to N.J .S.A. 45:1 -21(h).

Upon the filing of a FI NAL ORDBR OIL DISCIPLINi, Respondent shall

refrain from engaging in the practice as a homemaker.--home health

aide and shall not represent herself an a homemaker-home health

aide until such time as her certification in reinstated. Any

practice in this State prior to such reinstatement shall

constitute grounds for a charge of unlicensed practice.
