This matter was opened to the New Jergey State Board of
Nursing (the “Board”) wupon receipt of information which the
Board has reviewed and wpon which the following preliminary
findings of fact and conclusions of law are made:

FINDING8 OF FACT

1. Tanaya T. Clayton ("Resgpondent”) 1is a certified
homemaker-home health aide in the State of New Jersey and has

been a licensee at all times relevant hereto. (Exhibit A}.
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2, Upon receipt of a flagging notice indicating that
Respondent was arrested on January 18, 2015 by the Newark Police
for violation of (1) Count N.J.S,A, 2¢:29-9 Contempt, Lthe Board
sent a letter of inquiry, requesting certain information and

submigsion of documents, to Respondent’s address of record in

Newark, New Jersey, via regular and certified mail on or about

Februaxry 6, 2015. A response was due within twenty (20) days.
The regular mailing was not returned; the certified mailing was
was slgned on Februarxy 18, 2015, (Exhibit B).

3. To date, Respondent has not responded to the Board’s

request for information.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Respoﬁdent's failure to fully zrespond to the Board's
request for information constitutes a fallure to cooperate with
a Board investigation, in contravention of N.J.A.C. 13:45C-1.2
and 1.3, vhich the Board deems professional migconduct pursuant

to N.J.S.A. 45:1-21(e), subjecting Respondent to disciplinary

action pursuant to N.J.8.A, 45:1-21(h).

" ACCORDINGLY, IT IS on this 4% day of )(U%Ud‘ e 2015,

ORDERED that!
1. Upon the f£iling of a FINAL ORDER OF DISCIPLINE,

Regpondent’s certificate to practice as a homemaker-home health

aide will be suspended until such time as Respondent cooperates
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fully with the Board’s investigation by providing the Board with

the information requested in the Board's letter of inquiry.

Upon the filing of a FINAL ORDER OF DxSCIPLiNE, Respondent: shall
refrain from engaging in the practice as a homemaker-home health
alde and shall not represent herself as a homemaker-home health
~aide until such time as her certification is reinstated. Any
practice in this State prior to such ‘reinstatement shall

constitute grounds for a charge of unlicensed practice,

2. Upon the filing of a FINAL ORDER OF DISCIPLINE,

Respondent shall promptly, within 5 (five) days, wail her
cextificate, wall and wallet version, 'to practice as a
homemaker-home health aide to Twalema Khonje, Board Staff, State
Bpard of Nursing, P.O. Box 45010, Newark, New Jergey 07101,

3. Upon the filing of & FINAL ORDER OF DISCIPLINE
Respéndent is assessed a civil penalty iﬁ the amount of two
hundred dollars ($200). Payment ghall be wmade by certified
check, bank cashier check, or money order payable to '"State of
New Jersey,” or by wire transfer, direct deposit, or credit card
payment delivered or mailed to Twalema khonje, Board Staff,
State Board of Nursing, P.0O, Box 45010, Newark, New Jersey

07101. BAny other form of payment will be rejected and will be

returned to the party making the payment. Payment shall be made

no later than fifteen (15) days after the date of filing of a
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FINAL ORDER OF DISCIPLINE, In the event Regpondent fails to

make a timely payment, a certificate of debt shall be filed in

accordance with N.J.8.A., 45:1-24 and the Board may bring such

other proceedings as authorized by law,

unless Respondent requests a wodification or dismispal of the

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6, In the event that Respondent's submissions establish a

need for further proceedings, including, but not limited to an

evidentiary hearing, Respondent shall be notified with regard

thereto. In the event that an evidentiary hearing is ordered,

the preliminary findings of fact and conclusions of law

contained herein may serve as notice of the factual and legal

allegations in such proceeding. Further, in the event a hearing

is held and upon review of the record, the Board shall not be

limited to the findings, conclusiong and sanctions atated

herein,

7. In the event that the Board receives no written

request for modification or dismissal within 30 days following

entry of this Provisional Order, without further Board review,

all referenced preliminary Findings of PFact and Condgluslons of
Law and all provislonal sanctions or penalties imposed by this
Oxrder shall automatically become the Final Deoisioh and Order of
the poard. Thereafter, Respondent’s failure (o comply with any
sanction or penalty imposed by this Order shall be conqidered a
violation of a Board Order in contravention of N.J.8.A. 45:1-21
(e) and (h) and N.J.A.C. 13:145C-1.4 and may subject Respondent:
go additional sanction and/or penalty,

8, The Board reserves the right to initiate diaciplinary

proceedings based upon any information that  Respondent
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ultimately provides in response to the letter of inquiry or upon

any new information the Board receives.
