II. Ratification of Minutes
April 22, 2013

A motion was made by Ms. Manista and seconded by Ms. Camillone to accept the Public
Session Minutes of April 22, 2013.  Motion carried unanimously.

III. William Paterson University 
The Advisory Committee reviewed a letter from William Paterson University dated May 29,
2013, acknowledging receipt of the Advisory Committee’s letter sent to the local
Universities, Colleges and athletic training education program directors regarding post
graduate athletic training students.  The letter reminded the schools that graduates are
required to be licensed prior to engaging in the practice of athletic training in the State of
New Jersey.
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IV. New Business

A. 1. Bill No. A2882, May 10, 2012 - Amended by the Senate on February 7,         
    2013
    Charles Manning discussed Senate General Assembly Bill No. A2882, an act     
    that requires professional Boards to provide credits toward requirements for       
    licensure for veterans with substantially equivalent training.
   

The Advisory Committee opposed Bill No. A2882, at its May 21, 2012 meeting, as it has
concerns waiving the education requirements needed as an athletic trainer.  The Advisory
Committee members also believe that there is no equivalent for the education requirement or
clinical experience required under the Athletic Training Act.  The Advisory Committee tabled
this matter for further discussion, at its next available meeting, as the Advisory Committee
believes that the law does not apply to the Athletic Training Act, nor does the Advisory
Committee need to propose a regulation on this issue. 
           

2. Bill No. A4304/S2923, June 27, 2013
    Senate and General Assembly Bill No. A4304/2923, an act that revises statutes  
    regarding practice of physical therapy. 

Senate and General Assembly Bill No. A4304/2923, is tabled until the next available
Advisory Committee meeting for further discussion. 

3. Bill No. A3132/S1228, January 30, 2012
    Senate Bill No. S1228, an act concerning student-athlete head injuries.
    Please note that this bill was on the January 23, 2012 Committee’s public    
    agenda. 

The Advisory Committee expressed concern with the definition of a licensed health care
provider, as it believes that it is too broad.  

4. The Advisory Committee discussed the inquiry from David Bogart, Chiropractor, 
     as to whether it is legal for a chiropractor to hire an athletic trainer to work with 
     patients in terms of doing exercises with them at his office.

After discussion the Advisory Committee determined that Dr. Bogart, D.C. be advised
that he can hire an athletic trainer to provide athletic training services to patients, but he can not
supervise the athletic trainer.  An athletic trainer working outside of the school and/or
professional teams is required to obtain a signed plan of care from a supervising physician, who
is a licensed M.D. or D.O., to participate in athletic training pursuant to N.J.S.A. 45:9-37.37(c). 
The definition of “physician” in N.J.A.C. 13:35-10.2 is a person licensed by the State Board of
Medical Examiners to practice medicine or surgery in the State of New Jersey. 

B. Executive Director’s Report

    purposes.  There were 75 newly licensed athletic trainers from April 18, 2013 to 
    September 19, 2013.
