
New Jersey State Board of Professional Planners

Public Session Minutes

May 15, 2002

A meeting of the Board of Professional Planners was convened in accordance with the provisions of the Open public
Meetings Act. Pursuant to those provisions the Secretary of State's Office was notified and the Camden Courier-Post,
the Trenton Times, the Asbury Park Press, the Record and the Star-Ledger. The President of the Board, Daniel
McSweeney called the meeting to order at 9:40 A.M. and the following roll call was taken:

I. Minutes of the Meeting of March 11, 2002

The Board reviewed the minutes of the meeting of March 11, 2002 and on a motion by John Kellogg, seconded by
Joanne Harkins, the Board accepted the minutes as presented. The vote of the Board was unanimous.

II. Regulation Review-Jake Gertsman, Regulatory Analyst

Jake Gertsman, Regulatory Analyst, discussed the amended and revised Regulation, N.J.A.C. 13:41-3.3; 13:41-5;
N.J.A.C. 13:41-6.

The Board reviewed the proposed amendments and revisions and approved them with minor changes. The changes will
be made and the Board need not review again prior to publication in the New Jersey Register.

III. IMO of Gail O'Reilly

Gail O'Reilly submitted a letter requesting that the Board determine whether she would be deemed eligible for the
Professional Planners Examination. Ms. O'Reilly was not trained as a professional planner, but wants to apply for the
examination based on her experience and other educational qualification. She has worked for the past ten years in
varying capacities on planning projects related to the Borough of Red Bank. She began as a citizen advocate and
progressed to work on issues of transportation, historic preservation and preservation of natural resources. She never
worked under the supervision of a Professional Planner.



Upon discussion by the Board and on a motion by Richard Ragan, seconded by Richard Binetsky, the Board voted to
direct that Gail O'Reilly submit an application for the Examination in May 2002 and her qualifications will be
reviewed at that time. The vote of the Board was unanimous.

On a motion by Richard Ragan, seconded by John Kellogg, the Board voted to adjourn the Public Session to reconvene
in Executive Session to discuss one (1) consumer complaint.

The Board reconvened in Public Session for the professional members to review four (4) requests for upgrade from
Planning in Training to Professional Planner.
